
The Resurrection and the Life Children’s Escape Room 

This is an escape room where children have to solve the puzzles to free their imaginary team.  It’s 

aimed at 7s-11s and should take 20-30 minutes. One idea would be to use it at a Zoom party, where 

you can use the Bible verse in it to link with Jesus and the Easter story. 

Make sure they tell you the code before you move on to the next puzzle. 

There are 5 locks to undo, the answers are below to help you lead the escape room. 

 

The hint points to 6 missing letters, 7 keys and 12 filled in letters, the code is 6712 

 

The answer is subject 35, because of the ear piercing on subject 36. 



 

Riddle 1: 9 members of the family (one brother and 6 sisters + mum and dad) 

Riddle 2: Use a clock face, the answer is two o’clock.  The underline is a hint towards time for 

question 2. 

Put the numbers together and the code is 3592 

 

The black square is the number they need, but try to encourage them to do the whole square.  The 

answer is 17. 



 

The first is always 2 and the second will always be 18, so the number they need is 20. 

The code is therefore 1720. 

 

This spells out “I am the resurrection and the life” from John 11:25. The code is therefore 1125.
